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INTRODUCTION

Background

From the world's highest mountains to the tropical forest, Nepal harbors enormous diversity of plants and animals. Of all forms of biodiversity in Nepal, birds are best known. More than 840 species have been recorded to this date.

Historically, the diverse habitats of Chitwan used to be less disturbed because of malaria. But all this changed in 1960 when the malaria eradication program came into effect. Thereafter, with people migrating from adjoining mountain and Terai districts, two-thirds of the forests were then lost and several mammals such as the wild water buffalo, swamp deer and four horned antelope were locally extirpated. The settlers cleared grasslands and forest north of the Rapti and started farming on the fertile farmland, especially in the western part of Chitwan. The clearing of forest in the eastern part had an adverse impact upon the environment and the area suffers frequent flooding during the monsoon. The population of Chitwan in 1991 was 354,000 and it was concentrated in areas north of the Park. The area north of park contains one municipality, Bharatpur/Narayanghat, which is one of the fastest growing towns in Nepal.

In 1973, the Royal Chitwan National Park (RCNP) was gazetted for the protection of its flora and fauna. The global importance of the park was recognized when it was declared a World Heritage Site in 1984. RCNP, with an area of covers 932  km2, has four major habitats: sal forest, grassland, riverine forest and sal/pine forest mix. The Rapti River forms most of the northern boundary of the park.

There are more than 43 species of mammals and 450 species of birds in the park. Animals found in the park are the one-horned rhinoceros (Rhinoceros unicornis), tiger (Panthera pardus), sloth bear (Melursus ursinus), gaur (Bos gaurus), wild boar (Sus scrofa), spotted deer (Axis axis), sambar (Cervus unicolor), hog deer (Axis porcinus), barking deer (Muntiacus muntjak), striped hyena (Hyaena hyaena), python (Python molorus), gharial (Gavialis gangeticus), marsh mugger (Crocodylus palustris) etc. The   endangered birds, Bengal florican (Eupodotis bengalensis), lesser florican (Sypheotides indica), great hornbill (Buceros bicornis), black stork (Ciconia nigra) and white stork (Ciconia ciconia) are found in the park. Nearly half of the known birds of Nepal are found in Chitwan, a district famous for wildlife. However, many bird species are severely threatened

History

The Chitwan Valley spreads between the foothills of the Mahabharat Range in the north and bounded by Siwalik Hills (Churia Range) in the south. Before the unification of Nepal in 1768, Chitwan Valley was ruled by Rajas of Tanahu and Makwanpur (Raj, 1995). Although there were settlements of indigenous Tharu people, most of it was covered with dense forest, and infested with malaria. Chitwan was incorporated in Nepal in the year 1777. Then, it became the hunting area for the Rana rulers of Nepal and also British royalty since 1870's. In 1911, King George V visited Chitwan and camped at Kasara, now the park headquarters. He bagged 10 rhinos and 21 tigers whereas his party bagged 37 tigers, 8 rhinos and 4 bears. Similarly, Prince of Wales (later Edward VIII) visited Chitwan in 1921. His team bagged 18 tigers, 8 rhinos, 2 bears and 2 leopards. These days, the main reason for visiting Royal Chitwan National Park is not only to view the well known one horned rhinos, tiger, leopard, and crocodiles, but birds as well. Chitwan has often been called one of the finest wildlife experiences in Asia because of its easy accessibility from Kathmandu, the capital of Nepal, for viewing of large mammals and birds.  

Bird Education Society (BES)

The Bird Education Society (BES) is a grass‑root NGO concerned with the conservation of birds and wildlife in Nepal. Not only BES conducts bird surveys and research, its mainstay is awareness programmes in villages and educational activities in schools all across Nepal.  BES was established as an NGO with Regd. No. 56/052/053 with objectives to create awareness about bird conservation to school children and far‑flung village communities through bird surveys, studies, publications, and public meetings.

In the larger context, BES discourages many forms of human‑related annihilation such as trapping, poisoning and illegal trades in bird and wild animals. For creating awareness, it runs several diverse activities. Of these, noteworthy are school meetings, green club, green camping, nursery training, collaborative tree plantation with communities, field bird education for college students, bird watch training for volunteers and bird education for journalists.

Being based in Sauraha, it has conducted several bird surveys in and around Chitwan. Survey programmes include significant areas like Barandabhar, Kosi Tappu, West Seti, Far Western Region of Nepal, Suklaphanta Wildlife Reserve, Royal Chitwan National Park, Community forest areas of Chitwan, and Parsa Wildlife Reserve. Publications include Chitwan's Bird Checklist and Panchhi, a quarterly vernacular. Several posters are produced for education and to create awareness. With a professional members that number over 150 today, BES looks forward to building a stronger, vibrant society through partnership with all conservation organizations that will safeguard bird and wildlife in Nepal.

BIRD CHECKLIST CHITWAN

First Edition

This Bird Checklist Chitwan includes 401 species of birds seen in Chitwan including RCNP. The list precisely includes the birds observed in regular weekly tours and confirmed sightings made by BES members individually. Doubtful sightings have not been mentioned. Common names for the list come from Fleming’s "Birds of Nepal". Codes are primarily for BES data analysis.

The checklist comes from studies that were confined to the Park, leaving much of the Chitwan District unexplored. Progress was limited by lack of equipment (esp. telescopes and bird identification references) and financial resources. However, BES will endeavor to include more information on bird status (migration, breeding etc.) in the future.

Second Edition

This second edition of Bird Checklist Chitwan includes 509 species representing 59 families. All the birds in the first edition and additional birds are included in this checklist. Additional birds primarily come from bird records of BES weekly tours and confirmed sightings made by the members and individuals. Each bird recorded in BES logbook has been fully reviewed to be included in the final list. Taxonomy and Nomenclature follow Birds of Nepal by Richard Grimmett, Carol Inskipp and Tim Inskipp (2000). This checklist also provides brief information on 8 new bird watching sites for exciting birding tours.

Special feature of this edition is inclusion of local status of birds. With present field knowledge and available information, abundance and migratory status of each bird species have been given. After a thorough discussion, a general consensus was made among the bird watchers to give the local status of each bird recorded in Chitwan.

There are two capital letters (symbol) which denote the status of a bird species. The first letter corresponds to its abundance and the second letter suggests its migratory status. For example: CS: common summer, U?: uncommon but migratory status unknown, [ER]: rare resident and globally threatened species, * : recorded only once in Chitwan.

Since the species status has been assigned with present knowledge and information, BES acknowledges that there are some inconsistencies. Species of unknown status or inadequate information are marked with ‘?’ sign. Information will be revised and up-dated as new findings are made. BES also hopes this checklist will be a useful guide on birds of Chitwan to all bird enthusiasts.

All comments and suggestions regarding the list will be much appreciated. As BES hopes contribution of new information on avifauna of Chitwan will remain crucial, BES will maintain its regular monitoring scheme of birds in key sites of Chitwan to help with information to the management of the Royal Chitwan National Park and its buffer zone.

SITES GUIDE

Out of total sites visited, some recommended sites for bird watchers are as follows:

A. Mulkhola (RCNP)

A one day trip: Mulkhola is a stream in RCNP south of Sauraha. Possible sighting include: Black-backed Forktail, Black-chinned Babbler, Ruddy Kingfisher, Red-headed Trogon, Sultan Tit, Bay Woodpecker, laughing thrushes and spiderhunters. Ruddy Kingfisher and Sultan Tit can be seen during the beginning of monsoon.

B. Bishazari Tal (RCNP Buffer Zone)

A day trip: Bishazari Tal is one of the four best wetlands in Nepal. It is about 2.5 hrs bicycle ride from Sauraha. It is possible to see Grey-headed Fish Eagle, Black-capped Kingfisher, jacanas and storks at the lake.

C. Janakauli Community Forest

A day trip: The forest is adjacent to RCNP and close to Sauraha. Bee-eaters, owlets, storks and woodpeckers are commonly sighted and Greater Spotted Eagle, White-browed Piculet have been recorded from this area.

D. Dudhaura Khola (RCNP)

A day trip: Dudhaura is a small stream flowing from the Churia Hills and surrounded by riverine forest and grassland. It is possible to see Short-eared Owl, Great Hornbill, Pied Hornbill and many forest birds including woodpeckers, flycatchers, and warblers.

E. Nandani Tal (RCNP)

A day trip: Nandani Tal is a lake surrounded by sal forest. Blue-eared Kingfisher, Spot-bellied Eagle Owl and different species of woodpecker, flycatchers, minivet, pigeon and cuckooshrike can be seen.

F. Behind RCNP Visitor Center

A 3 hour trip: This area is a riverine forest bordered with a stream. Recent monsoon floods swept away huge forest area. Still it is a good bird watching site for many common birds including woodpeckers, flycatchers, warblers, ducks, pigeons, owls, crakes, and rails.

G. Bhimle (RCNP)

A two day trip: Bhimle is accessible by local transport from Tandi. Stay overnight at Meghauli village. Bhimle has a combination of grassland and riverine forest habitats. Many grassland birds including Bengal Florican can be seen.

H. Rapti River (RCNP)

A day trip: The Rapti River forms the northern boundary of the park. A canoe trip from Sauraha to Kasara will enable you to see many winter migratory birds including ducks, geese, plovers, pratincoles and storks.

I. Shaktikhor Suntikhola

A two day trip: This site is about 25 km north from Sauraha. Spend a night in Shaktikhor village. As Shaktikhor meets the Mahabharat Range, mountain birds like Slaty-backed Forktail, Rufous-bellied Niltava and Black-throated Sunbird can be observed.

J. Simara Bankatta (RCNP)

A half day trip: Simara Bankatta is an evacuated village. Bird population is increasing and recently Pacific Golden Plover and Spotted Redshank have been recorded in this area.

K. Hetauda

A two day trip: Hetauda lies in Makawanpur district and is especially famous for Ibisbill which is a winter migratory bird. Ibisbill can be seen from November to March along Rapti river in Hetauda.

L. Lami Tal (RCNP)

A two day trip: Lami Tal, one of the ox-bow lakes in the Park, is close to Ghatgain Check Post. This is a long lake surrounded by grassland and patches of forests where many wetland birds: storks, kingfishers, jacanas, and moorhens and also marsh mugger (Crodylus palustris) can be seen. This is an exciting place to see the large flock of Asian Openbills breeding in nearby trees during August.

M. Madi Pandapnagar

On foot 3 day trip and by bus 2 day trip: Madi Pandapnagar is accessible by public transport from Tandi. Stay at the Basantapur or Bankatta village. Madi Pandapnagar has habitat of short grassland with riverine and sal forests where Black-capped Kingfisher, Rufous-tailed Lark, and many species of pipits, laughingthrushes, flycatchers, and larks can be seen.

N. Kusumghari

One day trip: This area lies in Baradabhar forest where Great Hornbill with other birds: flycatchers, warblers, and woodpeckers can be observed.

O. Lothar Khola

One day trip: It is half an hour bus ride east from Tandi. This is a good place to see Brown Dipper, many species of redstarts, forktails, owls, and flycatchers. 

P. Ghatgain

A two day trip: Ghatgain is some 16 km west from Sauraha. Walk through the Park and spend a night in Ghatgain village. Slender-billed Oriole, Slender-billed Babbler, Grey-headed Fish Eagle and plenty of bush warblers, woodpeckers, storks, and harriers can be observed.

Q. Kasara Rapti Bridge

A two day trip: Kasara, the Park Headquarters, is some 19 km west from Sauraha. This place is highlighted for Ibisbill, and other birds: larks, ducks, egrets, pipits.

R. Supar Khola

A two day trip: It lies in the Mahabharat range and some 25 km north from Sauraha. Spend a night at Shaktikhor village. Grey-crowned Prinia, Streaked Laughingthrush, 5 species of bulbul, many species of warblers, forktails, babblers, and cuckoos can be seen.

S. Patana (RCNP)

A half day trip: This is evacuated area inside the Park. It is a good habitat for many wetland birds like Black-tailed Godwit, Black-winged Stilt, Pied Avocet, Whimbrel, Eurasian Curlew, Hodgson’s Bushchat and many species of ducks, geese, storks, and snipes.
